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NORMALIZE SELF-LEARNING OF THE ARABIC LANGUAGE USING E-
LEARNING.

The advancement of technology calls for the continuous development of the educational
process to reinforce strengths, address limitations, and identify effective methods for teaching
and learning Arabic to non-native speakers. This research focuses on the need to standardize
self-learning of the Arabic language through e-learning. A descriptive methodology was
employed, and a questionnaire was distributed to Arabic language teachers in Brunei's Arabic
schools who had previously been students at these institutions. The findings indicated that
teachers rarely encouraged students to read stories, conduct individual or group research, or
write essays, with an average score of 2.4. They also infrequently directed students to relevant
websites, with an average score of 2.0. This is due to the limited emphasis on self-directed
learning in prescribed textbooks, which had an average score of 2.5. Moreover, 45.76% of
teachers believe that assessment methods rarely support self-directed learning. The study
recommends familiarizing students to autonomous learning methods from the beginner level
by connecting them with electronic programs and relevant websites that promote self-directed
learning through active learning, flipped Classroom, collaborative learning, and problem-
solving approaches. Additionally, there is a need to re-evaluate the curricula and programs for
teaching Arabic to non-native speakers to better integrate modern technologies and support
self-learning.
