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ISLAMIC LAW IN CONTEMPORARY SOCIETY

Problems of Contemporary Muslim Minorities in Britain with Special Reference to Their
Relationship with Non-Muslim Society — a Fighi Perspective
:: Mohamed Rafeek Mohamed Mousoon ::

This paper seeks to focus on problems resulted in Muslims’ interaction with the contemporary non-Muslim
society in Britain. As a religious minority emigrated from various parts of the world after the Second World
War Muslims face numerous socio-political and religio-cultural problems. Anecdotal evidences show that
the emergence of these problems have been partly resulted in, while there are other causes seem to be
rooted in the wider society itself, lack of proper religious guidance capable enough to address them in
an appropriate manner. The riots in Bradford, London bombing in 2005, hijab issues, and British foreign
policy are only a few examples. Beneath these problems there are undercurrents at work which can be
identified as Muslim’s world view as a Muslim while being a citizen in a nation state, his loyalty to Islam
vis-a-vis his country as a citizen, and his integration in the society while contributing to it as a Muslim. The
existence of these issues persistently in various forms and levels in today’s British society is what tends
to cause tension in Muslim-non-Muslim relationship. If this dilemma of being a ‘Muslim” while being a
‘citizen’ of secular liberal state tends to persist and has not been addressed through a viable reconciling
method which is Islamic jurisprudence which this paper seeks to suggest, then there is higher probability
of losing their identity as Muslims. In so doing, this paper would mainly rely upon printed and electronic
sources such as books, Journals, periodicals, CDs, and internet. It would also use articles, surveys, reports,
and legal rulings (fatwas) from both printed and electronic media. In using these sources the study strives
to refer to recent empirical studies as much as possible.

Relationship Between Ottoman and Johor in 20" Century: Impact of
Majallah Al-Ahkam in Johor Society
:: Dr. Saim Kayadibi & Nurulwahidah Fauzi ::

The Ottoman Court Manual was the first systematic codification of Islamic law for centuries. Being a
significant work, it was translated and adopted in Johor jurisdiction and named as “Ahkam Shar’iyya
Johor”. This article will present the contribution made by the network relationship within Johor and
Ottoman Empire in 20® century and how Islamic elements have influenced the Islamic Constitution in
Johor. There are some evidences show that how the contents of the Majallah al-Ahkam in Johor have been
influenced by Majallah al-Adliyyah from Turkiye which was used in 1869. The paper will elaborate the
impact of Majallah al-Ahkam al-Adliyya in Johor society through emphasizing its maxims that was spelt
out in detail including family law called Kitab al-Ahwal al-Shakhsiyyah and at last become Kitab Ahkam
Shar’iyah in Johore.

Life, Liberty, and the Pursuit of Righteousness: An Inquiry into the Higher Objectives of Islamic
Law (Magqasid al-Shari’ah) and Their Implication for Islamic Political Thought
:: Dr. Ermin Sinanovic ::

The Higher Objectives of Islamic Law (Magqasid al-Shari’ah) are based on deductive reasoning, whereby
one or more of the ‘Five Essentials’ (al-kulliyyat al-khams) can be utilized to derive legal rulings for
newly arisen situations, while safeguarding the spirit and the objectives of Islamic Law. It should also be
mentioned that the ‘Five Essentials’—religion, life, reason, progeny, and material wealth—are a result of
ijtihad thinking, hence open to further interpretation, examination, and expansion. The proposed paper is
an inquiry into the possibility of expanding the Higher Objectives of Islamic Law and the Five Essentials in
order to include justice and liberty (al- ‘adl wa’I-hurriyyah). Traditionally, Islamic political thought was the
domain of jurisprudential thinking (a/-figh). Building on this tradition, the paper will examine the notions
of justice and liberty within the tradition of al-Magasid. It will argue that such inquiry is an important step
