Abstract

Islam is a comprehensive and unique religion that captures all spheres of human endeavours. It does not only
explain the creation of man but it captures the various concepts and compositions of man such as soul, hearth,
thinking etc. Little attention of recent studies on Tafakkur explicitly elaborates on the vitality of barriers and
hindrances that curtail Tafakkur. Therefore, the primary objective of this paper is to examine some implicit and
explicit barriers that undoubtedly hinder Tafakkur from Islamic perspective. The methodology used in this
paper is document analysis and it is as well a library-based research. The findings of this paper identified some
barriers to Tafakkur such as: Jahl, Al-I ril, Taglid & Ta'Tlub, Hawd. Hence, it recommends that, the identified
predicaments to Tafakkur must be addressed through Islamic educational system, enlightenment and
sensitization. It is hoped that if this is addressed, Tafakkur will be fruitful and positively utilized by Muslims in
promoting various spheres of human endeavours in the Muslim world.
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The Antecedents of Innovative Working Behavior and Its Impact on Career Advancement Among
Academicians in Malaysian Islamic Higher Learning Institutions

Abstract

Innovation has been identified as a crucial drive that determines the survival, growth and sustainability of
many modern organizations. In today’s competitive environment, innovation can be critical in driving both
individual and organizational successes. More importantly, individuals within the organizations are the key
player in the implementation of innovativeness at work. Hence, this study investigates the antecedents of
innovative working behavior and its impact on career advancement. Specifically, this study will take a close
look on how communication efficacy, communication climate, mentoring, and networking influence
academicians’ innovative working behavior. These communication factors are believed to provide
opportunities for the innovation and implementation of novel ideas that will aid employees in achieving their
career goals, and thus become a platform for their career advancement in the organizations. The study adopted
a quantitative survey research design. Self-administered questionnaires were distributed to 132 lecturers from
three major Islamic universities in Malaysia. The findings indicate that there are significant relationships found
between all four communication factors with innovative working behavior. Specifically, this study found that
innovativeness is strongly correlated with communication efficacy, communication climate, networking, and
moderately correlated with mentoring. This study also found that innovativeness is strongly correlated with
career advancement. Furthermore, regression analysis found that networking is the most influential factor to
predict innovative working behavior, followed by efficacy and mentoring,.

Are creative or critical thinking gurus or thought leaders oversold to us? Consultancies, public lectures,
seminars, books and audio-visual materials are not cheap and yet, organizations and individuals continue to
invest time and money because they believe thought gurus and creative and innovative ideas would help
transform them and their organizations - to be the best, to be ahead and groundbreaking, to profit more and
lead the industries and possibly, rule the world? This paper is going to explore critical, creative and innovative
ideas put forth by well-known thought leaders like Edward de Bono, Michael Michalko and Faisal Hoque in
relation to sustaining transformation and leadership both at organizational and individual levels.

The growth of any country depends largely on the quality of education it can provide. Malaysia in the 1970th
had all the problems of a low-income, illiterate, and under-developed country. Since then it has witnessed
phenomenal growth and development spurred primarily by educational transformations. One of the
educational institutions that contributed to this development is the International Islamic University Malaysia
(ITUM). It flooded the Malaysian job market with successful graduates and provided several other countries
with well-rounded individuals for several decades.

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it is, perhaps, the first study that analyzes and evaluates the Qur'an as a possible factor that influences the
academic success of undergraduate university students. A questionnaire format is selected to gather primary
information. The population for this study is made up of 90 local and international undergraduate students
from the Kulliyyah (Faculty) of IRKHS in the IIUM Gombak campus.

Abstract: This article presents a case study of the perceptions of Hindus regarding Muslim-Hindu relationship
in Bangladesh with special reference to Satkhira district. One view is that as a Muslim majority, Bangladesh
maintains peaceful religious coexistence. Another view is quite contrary to it. Despite diversified arguments in
the print and electronic Medias, the true state of affair seems to be different with regard to peaceful religious co-
existence. This research based on a survey among the Hindus of Satkhira district shows that 89.9% Hindus have
congenial relationship with Muslims. 89.4% Hindus attend socio-cultural programmes, ie. wedding
ceremonies, Id festivals and others. 94.3% Hindus take care of the needy regardless of their religious affiliations.
85.1% Hindus cooperate with Muslims in their social life. Obviously, 83.5% Hindus either have business
dealings with Muslim partners or prefer to have joint venture with them. 71.2% Hindus assert that Muslims
facilitate to enjoy their educational, social, economic, and political rights. 79.4% Hindus have good
understanding of each other and strive for peaceful co-existence. 81% Hindus contend that they do not observe
religious persecutions and 85.1% record that they live peacefully with their Muslim neighbors. However, 76.5%
respondents are of the view that religious conflicts take place due to political differences.
