a)  Practical (dislss alsal):

o Beliefs (xile)

O Ritual duties (wlale)

o Daly interactions (<3wlx) civil law

o Ethics (3>al)

o Criminal law (Ls =3l 5 2 g2l

o Family law (s_Y) alSsl)
n) Conventional (4 s alsal)

o Conditions to perform ritual duties, such as certain time to perform
prayers or Month of Ramadhan for fasting;

o Specific place to perform religious duties, such as Hajj to Makkah.

Figh and Usul —al-Figh

» Figh aims to establish the five legal rules;
Obligatory (<2 5)

Recommended (< sxi)

Optional / permitted (z\)
Recommended to avoid (s.5_5)
Prohibited / forbidden (o) _=)

» Usul al-Figh aims to saltbush principles of Figh, based on which the
process of deducing rules is conducted.

Characteristics of Islamic medical philosophy:

Guided by Tohidic principles;

Preventive rather than curative;

Holistic rather than reductionist, both in sense of:
Conceptualization of the medical phenomena;
Method of treatment.

Patient-centered rather than doctor-centered,

Bio-spiritual based rather than causal explanation.
